In case you’re not regular church go-ers - How To Get Here

The Church of Trojans is located in between Eastleigh and Southampton just off junction 5 of the M27. For one weekend only the main service starts off at 8pm on Saturday night.
Exit at junction 5 M27 and take the roundabout exit towards Southampton (first if you’re coming from the east, fourth if you’re arriving from the west.)  Keep in the right hand lane along the short stretch of dual carriageway. At the traffic lights,after half a mile, take the right filter lane and turn right into Bassett Green Road. At the top of the hill, after 200yds, turn right at the crossroads with traffic lights, into Stoneham Lane. Follow for about half a mile, passing back under the motorway, and immediately turn left into the Trojans Club driveway.

If you get lost, ask. Trojans has been around since 1875, most people in Southampton know where it is.
First matches start at 1.00pm on Friday, so make sure to set off nice and early, or even better turn up on Thursday, set up camp at a leisurely pace and join us in the bar for a festival warm-up.

The ten commandments
You are not footballers, so we can credit you with a bit of common sense, so usual stuff - No Smoking on the Astroturf, place litter in the bins provided, do not walk across the cricket wicket (fenced off), but there are a small number of important rules, which you must follow.

· Please park in designated areas only – keep the road to Trojans clear at all times for emergency access

· No open fires on site

· For your own safety, please stay away from the fishing lakes to the rear of the camping area, especially at night. The water is very deep and cold.
· Do not take vehicles on and off the campsite during the weekend. 
· Do not drink and drive at any time, either on or off site. This will not be tolerated, and no excuse will be accepted. Endangering other guests will earn you an immediate exit at the very least.

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The good church of Trojans is located just below the “t” of North Stoneham!
Ignore the big red arrow! 
The club is a mile from Southampton Airport Parkway, if you are coming by Train – it’s the red dot in the bottom right hand corner..

The Club
Trojans is a multi-sports club (hockey, rugby, cricket and squash) set in 16 acres of grounds. The matches will be played on our own Astro pitch (the pullpit) along with our neighbours’ water-based Astro (2 minutes stroll) (the font). The clubhouse and marquee ( altar) overlook the Astro, to allow you to heckle and drink copiously at the same time.

Men’s and Ladies’ changing rooms are accessed from the opposite side of the clubhouse to the pitches. (the ‘back entrance’ ) and will be signposted.

What’s changed since last year?

Having done this for a few years now, we are always keen to take on board your feedback and improve. Over half of you came last year…., and you can submit you’re own punchline here…

Anyway the main differences are-
We’ve organised the celestial cycle so that this year Easter comes in late April, which means its going to be warmer, sunnier, and crucially, light after 6pm.
Once you’ve played your game, one of your team needs to stay behind and umpire the next game, so if you’re on last each day, you get off. Well sort an umpire out for the first game each day.
Apart from that its all the same.

The Vicarage
The vicarage will be set up in the clubhouse when you arrive on Friday morning. Captains need to register here, pay any outstanding balance (please have cash or cheque ready before you arrive, or have made sure you do a bank transfer in time for us to get it) and pick up a team pack containing various bits of information as well as the wristbands to be worn at all times and two meal vouchers for each team member.
While the Captain clears the office, our gorgeous ushers will guide the rest of the team to your luxury pew where you can set up camp.
If you wish to join us on the Thursday evening for a less hectic check-in, you are more than welcome. The campsite is floodlit and we will have some marshals to help you get set up. Just contact us in the week running up to Easter to let us know what sort of time you’ll be arriving ( e-mail to info@easterhockeyfestival.com )
The first matches get started at midday on Friday so make sure you’re here in plenty of time. Don’t worry about being early – the bar will be open.

Food and Drink

The bar will be open from 10.30am through to the wee small hours each night over the festival, and to accommodate some of the larger drinking games we will have a marquee and outside bar.
The kitchens will be open from 8.30am for breakfast, bar food throughout the day and serving dinner from 6.00pm until 8.30pm. This year, each member of the congregation will have two meal vouchers which can be redeemed against our chefs range of nourishing, alcohol-soaking-up, bar meals (think chilli, lasagne, hog roast etc.) A full menu will be available as well throughout the weekend.

We’d much rather you bought our beer and ate our food – so please don’t bring your own food and drink into the bar, clubhouse, or marquee.

You are not allowed at all to bring your own food or beer, into the marquee or clubhouse.

And absolutely, no glass bottles at all, allowed anywhere on the grass.

Match Rules
This is a mixed tournament and is of course meant to be extremely light-hearted and fun – anyone taking it or themselves too seriously will be tarred and feathered or given a good kicking in the stalls – but there are a few rules which need to be followed (at least as long as anyone is looking):
